Glory to Jesus Christ!

As many of you have pointed out to

me these past 3 years, I pronounce

the name of our Patron Saint differ-
ently than most people are used to. I do this for sev-
eral reasons:

e St. John Neumann was from Bohemia (modern
day Czech Republic). In Czech his name is pro-
nounced “NOY-mahn.” This has been confirmed
both by Czech speakers as well as the priests at
the St. John Neumann Shrine in Philadelphia.

e Bishop Sullivan told me to pronounce it “NOY -
mahn.”

o He s to be distinguished from St. John Henry
Newman.

To this last point, who is St. John Newman and how
is he different from St. John Neumann?

Well, both priests lived in the 19th Century. Both
were members of religious communities that dressed
similarly. Both were Holy! But there the similarities
end.

St. John Nepomucene Neumann (Czech: Jan Nepo-
mucky Neumann) lived a short life, only 48 years.
He moved from Bohemia as a young man to become
a priest in New York. After ordination he joined the
Redemptorist Order and eventually was ordained
bishop of Philadelphia. He is most well known for
beginning the Catholic School System in the United
States.

St. John Henry Cardinal Newman lived a long life:
1801-1890. Born in England, he was a member of
the Church of England (Anglican) and was ordained
a priest of that church. He was a theologian, academ-
ic, philosopher, historian, writer, and poet. In 1845
he resigned his teaching post at Oxford University,
left the Church of England and became Catholic. In
1846 he was ordained a Catholic Priest in Rome and
became an Oratorian of St. Philip Neri. In 1879 he
was named a Cardinal by Pope Leo XIII.

There is a front line in the fight against

abortion in our area, and it is located on

Jimmie Leeds Road in Galloway Town-

ship.

JISWC’s founder
and president, Tricia Bradberry, was named 2024 Pro
-Life Woman of the Year at the National Celebrate
Life Conference, and Abby Johnson (Unplanned) sits
on their Board. That’s the good news, but the bad
news is that Planned Parenthood recently opened a
new facility down the street from Holy Spirit High
School. The fight goes on.

The Knights of Columbus stand at the forefront of the
pro-life movement. The Knights will always be there
for mothers and their children, and they proclaim the
dignity of all lives, born and unborn. And that is why
on August 7th JSWC with checks totaling $3000.
Money was raised by the Knights through all the ef-
forts you see in the Parish, such as the monthly
breakfast, flower sales, the Comedy Night, and so on.
Your money, channeled through activities by the
Knights, goes to fight against abortion but also to
support the mothers and their infants after birth. We
cannot ask those without any support to walk this
path alone; we must be there to support them and
their children. And that takes money. So, while you
attend our breakfasts, you not only get a fantastic
meal but you help a mother make the decision to keep
her baby safe from the abortion folks. Better yet, be-
come a Knight and join us in our fight to preserve the
lives of these unborn children. Change the future for
a child, and for yourself.
