Glory to Jesus Christ! 
 

   Many of you can remember when the 
fasting regulations for Lent were much 
stricter than they are today.  One regular 
meal and two smaller meals (that com-
bined did not equal another meal) were 
the most anyone could lawfully eat on the 
weekdays of Lent.  No meat on Wednes-
days and Fridays.  In the early days of the 
Church even stricter fasting was required. 
That is why on the 4th Sunday of Lent 
there was a break: "Laetare!," Rejoice! As 
the ministers of the Church wear rose-
colored vestments all the faithful could in-
dulge.  Flowers were permitted on the Al-
tar, even if it was only for one day.  Lent 
may be difficult but we are halfway 
through: Easter is in sight. 
   I find Laetare Sunday to be a day of tak-
ing stock of how my Lent is going. Have I 
kept my resolutions? Am I praying as I 
promised? Have I stayed away from the 
things I've given up or am I "sneaking" 
now and then? How generous have I been 
with my time, talent, and treasure toward 
those who are in need? These questions 
aren't meant to shame me, but they can be 
good motivation to return to my desires 
back on Ash Wednesday to "Repent and 
Believe in the Gospel!" So, how are you 
doing?
