SACRAMENT OF THE SICK  
If someone is seriously ill, hospitalized, preparing for surgery, or failing due to 
advanced age they are welcome to call for a priest for the Sacrament of 
Anoin�ng of the Sick. Please call the o�ce for arrangements. Extraordinary 
Ministers of Holy Communion are available to bring Communion to the 
homebound. The sick will be remembered in the bulle�n for four (4) weeks; 
longer if requested to con�nue.  
  

PREPARATION FOR THE SACRAMENTS OF EUCHARIST AND CONFIRMATION  
A�er two years of religious educa�on, bap�zed children receive their First Holy 
Communion, usually the �rst weekend in May.  
 

Con�rma�on is o�ered for those who have been bap�zed and received their 
First Holy Communion a�er several more years of instruc�on. Con�rma�on is 
usually administered when the young person is in the 8th grade. Please call Sr.

SACRAMENT OF MATRIMONY  
The future bride or groom may contact the parish o�ce reques�ng to be 
married. Marriage prepara�on usually takes 9-12 months. Please speak to one 
of the priests to con�rm a date and arrange prepara�ons.
